ITV spaces will be available for 
faculty teaching synchronous remote courses. ITV 
technology will also be available for recordings.

	 ITV has currently been installed in classrooms

(70 Sip Ave., Room 418 and North Hudson Cam-
pus, Room 703A); and conference spaces (in the 
Culinary Conference Center, the Scott Ring Room, 
Banquet Room and Johnston Room; and the Mul-
tipurpose Room at the North Hudson Campus).

Recently, Hudson County Community Col-
lege (HCCC) President Dr. Christopher Re-
ber accepted an invitation on behalf of the 

College’s leadership team to be part of a cohort of 
just 13  Achieving the Dream (ATD) colleges who 
will experience and test a new executive leadership 
curriculum.

	 Achieving the Dream is a national educational 
reform network whose work has had a transfor-
mational impact on the colleges with whom they 
partner. The ATD mission focuses on helping high-
er education institutions build equity and capacity 
in their student success initiatives by using data to 
inform practice. 
	
	 In her invitation, ATD President and Chief 
Executive Officer Dr. Karen A. Stout wrote: “Over 
the past year, Achieving the Dream has worked 
closely with the Aspen Institute and other higher 
education organizations to develop a curriculum 
designed to help increase the capacity of senior 
leadership teams to scale and accelerate student 
success efforts, across all sectors of higher educa-
tion. The working hypothesis driving the devel-
opment of the curriculum – funded by the Gates 
Foundation – is that high-performing leadership 
teams are an essential component of student-
success oriented transformation and that both 
presidents and leadership teams can take concrete 
steps to increase this essential organizational ca-
pacity.”

	 The program will include three virtual ses-
sions – one exclusively for participating ATD col-
lege presidents, and two for college leadership 
teams.

	 “My colleagues and I are dedicated to fostering 
an environment that promotes student success. It 
is an honor to be part of this national test program, 
which we are certain will benefit our students, in-
structors and staff,” Dr. Reber said. He noted that 
the curriculum was developed through a process of 
interviews with presidents and senior college lead-
ers as well as a document review that included ATD 
college leaders.

	 Hudson County Community College joined the 
Achieving the Dream Network in 2019. In becom-
ing an ATD member college, HCCC has adapted a 
laser-like focus on improving key student success 
metrics in the areas of student engagement, reten-
tion, persistence and completion.

At its August 11, 2020 meeting, the Hud-
son County Community College Board of 
Trustees approved the Academic Master 

Plan 2020-23. The Academic Master Plan (AMP) 
is intended to define strategic direction for the 
academic branch of the College for the next three 
years. It will also provide essential building blocks 
for the College’s next Strategic Plan. 

	 The approval of the new AMP represents the 
culmination of a year of intensive and collabora-
tive work. In concert with a Core Planning Group 
comprised of faculty and administrators from 
across Academic Affairs, Dr. James Davy facili-
tated the process using an appreciative inquiry ap-
proach. In November 2019, 50 participants from 
across the College engaged in an exploration of 
strengths, opportunities, aspirations, and results 
in interactive SOAR fora. At the January 2020 Col-
lege Service Day, the entire College Community 
had an opportunity to review the emergent stra-
tegic directions and to define related initiatives. 
Dr. Davy used the results of this session to draft

the plan, which was shared with the College in the 
spring. The planning committee once again con-
vened in late April and early May to refine language 
of the plan, assign responsibility for individual  
initiatives, and identify key action steps.

	 The AMP includes three overarching strategic 
directions: (1) Advancing a Culture of Care through 
a Strong Focus on Equity, (2) Advancing a Culture 
of Student Success and Completion through Fac-
ulty Engagement, and (3) Advancing a Culture of 
Student Success and Completion through Collab-
orative Pathways and Partnerships. Each strate-
gic direction includes supporting initiatives such 
as redesigning ESL and Developmental Educa-
tion Programs (Strategic Direction 1); supporting 
the development of new faculty from onboard-
ing through tenure review and beyond (Strategic  
Direction 2); and elevating the availability of aca-
demic service learning, internships, apprentice-
ships, and partnerships (Strategic Direction 3).

Because 
of popular myth-making, Native Americans are 
seen as vanished. It helps assuage the govern-
ment’s guilt about an undocumented genocide, as 
well as stealing the whole country.”  She continues,

This Fall, as a result of the COVID-19 pan-
demic, many high school juniors and seniors 
will be taking classes online from the safety 

and comfort of their homes. These students—as 
well as those taking classes in-person at their high 
schools—will get a head start on their college edu-
cation through the Hudson County Community 
College (HCCC) “Early College” program.

	 The HCCC “Early College” program is open to 
all students living in or attending high school in 
Hudson County. Students enrolled in the program 
can earn up to 36 credits toward an Associate de-
gree, and may even be able to substitute a college 
class for one of their high school classes through 
the state-approved Option II program. Study op-
tions include fully online, plus evening and week-
end remote classes.

	 In addition to the option of students to take 
courses independently, HCCC also has agree-
ments with 20 individual high schools that allow 
additional choices for students, such as dual en-
rollment agreements, where specific high school 
classes have been matched with college courses 
and students are able to earn college credits while 
taking those classes. Additionally, students at part-
ner high schools have the opportunity to take col-
lege courses on site, either during or immediately 
after the school day, taught by college instructors. 
Finally, HCCC has entered into agreements that al-

low students the opportunity to earn an Associ-
ate Degree upon graduating high school. 	 	

	 In 2020, the first of these students complet-
ed one of these programs, with 11 students from 
High Tech High School earning an Associate of 
Science Degree in Environmental Studies. As of 
today, 197 high school students are currently on 
track to eventually also earn a degree.

	 The HCCC Early College program not only al-
lows high school students to get a head start on 
their college careers, but those participating pay 
just half of the in-County tuition rate – a huge 
savings in comparison to tuition at four-year 
institutions. Credits earned in the HCCC “Early 
College” program transfer toward baccalaureate 
degrees at four-year colleges and universities. 
This tuition break is available to all eligible Early 
College students, regardless of whether they at-
tend a partner high school or not.

What factors led you to decide to attend 
Hudson County Community College? 
As a US citizen but raised in India, I always had a 
dream to go back to my birth country for undergradu-
ate and graduate studies. I chose HCCC because it is 
affordable, close to home and helped to build a foun-
dation to transition to a 4 year institution. I had also 
heard from other friends and family that HCCC has a 
friendly atmosphere which would help me to assimi-
late in the USA and would encourage growth. 

What is your favorite memory of the College, 
in or out of the classroom? 
The favorite memory I have at HCCC is when they first 
released their planners. I used them thoroughly and it 
really helped me to be on top of my activities/plans. I 
would always keep those planners with me to remind 
me how HCCC made me punctual and as a souvenir. 

How did you become interested in Nursing? 
I always wanted to work in the medicine field. I have 
a passion to learn more about disease processes. 
Throughout college and nursing school, my interest in 
nursing and my commitment to the field became even 
stronger as I found that I also had an aptitude for the 
work. I believe my ability to communicate with people 
and to explain things clearly in both a technical and 
non-technical way is one of the things that makes me 
a good nurse.Therefore, I decided to become a nurse 
so that I can deal with patients and their families and 
helping them through what is often a difficult time for 
them is extremely satisfying for me. 

How did your time at HCCC prepare you for 
your career/ life now? 
I was working at Gabert Library part-time and study-
ing full time (Nursing Major). Before I realized it, 
HCCC had prepared me to handle a lot more than I 

could have. Working at the 
campus with an understand-
ing supervisor allowed me 
to have a flexible schedule 
and focus on studying. HCCC has an amazing at-
mosphere because I could learn and connect with a 
diverse community. 

What is a typical work day for you? 
For me a typical work day includes attending 
classes in the morning and then immediately going 
to work in the afternoon. I dedicate my evenings 
to wind down a little bit. I sometimes do yoga or 
workout in my apartment and then meal prep for 
the next day. Depending on homework and as-
signments, I try to finish as they are assigned. This 
helps me to save time and money. I do this to en-
sure I am not tired and to keep my health good by 
eating home cooked healthy meals. I use the week-
ends to catch up on my favorite series.

What advice do you have for those students 
who are just starting their college careers? 
Ask, Ask, Ask. Whenever you are in doubt about 
anything. Ask questions, build a network. Get in 
touch with peer leaders. HCCC is a wonderful fam-
ily and they always want their patrons to succeed. 
They would help you find resources from helping to 
build resumes, time management, tutoring., career 
development and much more.
